Sample Collection Methods
The collection, processing, and shipping of water quality samples are performed by community technicians trained by USGS and YRITWC research scientists utilizing USGS sampling and monitoring protocols (U.S. Geological Survey, variously dated). Water-quality samplings include the on-site measurement of pH, conductance, temperature, and dissolved oxygen in addition to the collection and processing of a suite of water samples for laboratory analyses by the USGS. 
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
